CISGNA Scholarship Policy

The CISGNA Scholarships offer financial assistance to CISGNA members attending the Voices in GI and the annual Multi Regional course.  The size and number of scholarships will be determined annually dependent upon that years budgetary allocations.  The following is a list of criteria that must be met in order to be considered for a scholarship.

1. Must be a voting nurse or associate of CISGNA / SGNA.

2. Must demonstrate support of CISGNA by attending at least one of the past two CISGNA business meetings.

3. Must complete scholarship application including the following questions:

a. How have you demonstrated support for CISGNA / SGNA in function and philosophy?

b. What national and/ or regional SGNA offices or committees have you held?

c. What are your goals and objectives for attending this conference?

d. List all other sources, if any, of financial support you are receiving to attend this conference?

e. Fulfill one Volunteer Opportunity from the 2006 Volunteer list.

4. Scholarship application must be sent to any CISGNA Board Executive Officer.

5. Scholarship must be received by mail or email 8 weeks prior to the conference attending.

6. Executive Board members are not eligible for CISGNA scholarships. 

7. Preference shall be given to those who have not received a CISGNA scholarship within the past two years.

8. In the event that there are more eligible scholarship applications than there are scholarships, names shall be drawn randomly by an Executive Board member and two other voting members.

9. Members receiving scholarships shall be notified by email or phone, if no email.

10. Treasurer shall send scholarship check by mail 6 weeks prior to the conference date. 
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
